- LICENSING OF RECORDINGS USED BY AAA MEMBERS
- CCA RATES EFFECTIVE 1ST MARCH, 2012
1.    Productions made for flighting on broadcast television, pay television and satellite television, will be licensed separately from all other media.  A combined licence for broadcast television, pay television and satellite television will always be issued and the minimum royalty for the forthcoming year is R9750 (previous year R9250) for the first year.  Any renewals for the second and subsequent year's usage will be at 100% per annum of the royalty paid for the first year provided that this shall not be less than the current minimum first year rate.

2.    In respect of all other media, the minimum royalty for the first other medium, first year shall be R6075 (previous year R5750) and for each additional media the royalty shall be 50% of the amount charged for the first media.  All renewals for the second and subsequent years shall be at 100% per annum of that charged for the first year provided that this shall not be less than the current minimum first year rate.

3.    In respect of arrangements of existing works, the usage fee for the first medium (any medium) for the first year shall be R6075 (previous year R5750) and for each additional media the fee shall be 50% of the amount charged for the first medium.  Continued use of the arrangement for second and subsequent years shall be 100% per annum of the amount charged for the first year or the current minimum first year rate for original music whichever is the greater.

4.    Musicians and backing singer rates to be increased from R1350 per 2 hour session to R1425
5.    The royalty minimums quoted above are for the territory of South Africa only.  Any use in other territories will be subject to the Schedule of Minimum Extension Rates for the use of jingles in territories outside South Africa, dated April, 2001.

6.    Retail licences - Where the music is to be used in multiple versions of the same ad a monthly retail licence will be issued. The minimum monthly licence fee shall not be less than 50% of the current yearly fee set out above.  The fee shall be applicable regardless of the number of versions used during the licence period.  All other conditions including territory, media and licence renewal rates, as set out above, shall apply.

7.    It is to be remembered that in terms of the Copyright Act the above licensing terms are in respect of the recording of the musical work, that is each recording of the musical work requires a licence.  Thus, with the exception of retail licences, each original recording, re-recording, cut down version, etc. requires a separate licence.

8.    All licence renewals will be issued by the composer or party nominated by the composer.
9.    The above changes will become effective on the 1st of March, 2012.
10.   We would appreciate your ensuring that all your members are advised of the above changes.

11.   We remind you that where productions require the inclusion of extracts from existing works such as popular songs or mood music libraries, etc. no arrangements or lyrics may be added to such works without the specific permission of the owner of the music.  In this respect the agency/client remains responsible in all respects for the clearance of the copyright in the original musical work and will at all times indemnify the CCA members against claims for infringement of copyright.
